“Till now, we have
collected Rs. 149 crore as property tax dues and are working on a war-
footing to achieve our target of Rs. 190 crore for the current financial year.
We are confident that we will achieve the target," said a senior RMC
official. So, far RMC has auctioned over 14 properties whose owners did
not pay property tax. "We first seal the property and if the owner fails to
pay tax, it is put on auction to recover the dues," said an official. Till now,
over 2.25 lakh people have paid property taxes. There are over 3.65 lakh
tax payers in the city. Since last few days Rajkot Municipal Corporation
Officials has initiated strong actions against the property owners who
willing fully do not pay the property tax under the pretax of one reason or
another.
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New Delhi: If death is caused by rash and negligent driving and the driver

It increased the amount of
compensation awarded by the Himachal Pradesh high court to family
members of a girl who died in a road accident from Rs.40,000 to Rs. 4
Lakh. Considering the poor financial condition of the convicted truck driver,
the bench directed him to pay Rs. 1 Lakh and asked the state government
to pay the remaining Rs 3 Lakh. The bench said if the driver failed to pay
the amount, he had to undergo a six month's jail term and in that case the
entire compensation of Rs. 4 Lakh would have to be paid by the state
government. "We modify the impugned order passed by the high court and
enhance the compensation to be paid by the driver to Rs. 1 Lakh to be
paid within four months failing which the sentence awarded by the court of
sessions shall stand revived,” it said. "In addition, we direct the state of
Himachal Pradesh to pay an interim compensation of Rs. 3 Lakh. In the
case of the driver fails to pay any part of the compensation will also be
paid by the state to that the sum of Rs. 4 Lakh towards compensation.
