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AHMEDABAD : Is the denial of regular service to a
government employee a violation of human rights punishable
under the Protection of Human Rights Act ? The state
government insisted that such a situation calls for criminal
prosecution before a court of law, for denial of the right to
equality. The Gujarat High Court declined this argument.
The HC said not regularizing the services of an employee
is a civil dispute and can at best be dealt with by a labour
court and not by a criminal court for human rights violation.
This question cropped up in the case involving Kaliben Mori,
who worked as a daily-wage labourer at Kitak Shashtra
Vibhag of Junagadh Agriculture University since 1993. She
claimed that she had worked for more than 240 days a year
for more than a decade and was hence entitled to be made
a regular employee and was eligible for all benefits. She
filed a criminal complaint against the university registrar
and the principal of her department in 2011. She also filed
a case before a local labour court in this regard. Acting on
Mori’s complaint, for violation of Section 30 of the Human
Rights Act, the district court summoned the registrar and
the principal in October 2011. The district court in January
2012 sent the case papers to a magisterial court for further
action. The university officials rushed to the high court
against this criminal complaint for violation of human rights
and argued that the court could not have taken cognizance
of the case without an inquiry by the human rights
commission and its findings.
